National School Opinion Survey

Each year all government schools are required to
undertake the National School Opinion Survey i Parent
Survey. At Bramfield Park this survey closed early last
term. A snapshot of results saw 86 families, ranging from
Kindy to Year 6, complete the survey, which is 40% of
families. The average of all answers to the survey
questions was 4.2 out of 5 (4 = Agree). The areas that

scored the lowest (4.1) were: teachers at this school treat

students fairly, student behaviour is well managed at this

school, the school takes parents opinions seriously, the
school works with me to su
the school has a strong relationship with the community.

The areas that scored the highest (4.3) were: teachers at
this school expect my child to do his or her best, the
school is well maintained, my child likes being at this
school, teachers at this school motivate my child to learn,
my child is making good
teachers are good teachers and teachers at this school
care about my child. 5% of all responses answered
Strongly Disagree and 45% of all responses answered
Strongly Agree.

| have shared all the results from the surveys with the
staff and School Board and we have looked at the results
from each of the surveys and identified areas to focus on.
| have also had a discussion with the students allowing
them to elaborate on areas they scored the lowest. This
provided some valuable insight, which | have also taken
back to discuss with staff and the School Board.

Thank you to those families who completed the survey. It
is always very important to have input and feedback from
all of our community. There will be another opportunity
for community comment through a survey next year.
