NAPLAN

Last week we were able to share our results from this
year's NAPLAN with the staff and School Board. Our
Year 3 and 5 students completed these assessments
in May and individual student results were sent home
to parents at the end of last term.

The results have been particularly
pleasing in Year 5 with students achieving well above
the expected level compared to like schools. High
progress and achievement for those students who
completed NAPLAN at Year 3 and 5 at our school was
also evident, which is an affirmation of the hard work
students and staff in all classes are doing, to improve
the learning outcomes for our students.

Children’s Crossing

I am thrilled to share with our school community that
the application put forward to the Children’s
Crossings and Road Safety Committee for a Traffic
Warden on Alcock Street near Bantry Drive has been
successful. The Committee has determined that the
student pedestrian needs at this location are best
addressed by the installation of a Type ‘A’ children’s
crossing. A Type ‘A’ Traffic Warden is employed by
Western Australian Police and will be for a period of
five years before a review will take place. An on-site
meeting for all parties will be held in the coming
weeks to determine the exact location of the
crossing, and then Main Roads and the City of
Gosnells will install road markings and signage. We
are sure this will be of tremendous benefit to our

school community and encourage the safe
transition of students walking to school
across the busy Alcock Street.
